How to restrict/block the UTube videos were
even explained; how to use a particular site to save a video pasted by any
individual was even provided with SAVE FROM. NET app. Various queries were
furnished by the expert viz: how to block a video, how to reduce the Gap
Account and block it. Usage of UTube downloader was also demonstrated.
Few U Tube videos were provided to the teachers/students to make their
assignments easy. Features of Google document were provided. The expert
even informed that in case the Keyboard is not being used then a
feature of Various Voice Typing was given as a tools.
